Book Reviews

Chinese Lessons (Five Classmates and the story of the new 
China) 
By John Pomfret (published 2006 by Henry Holt and 
Company) 
 
Written as a retrospective, Mr. Pomfret entered China shortly 
after Nixon and Kissinger brokered the deal with Mao Zedong 
and the Chinese Communist party. The book focuses on five 
of the author's classmates and how their lives were 
transformed during a tumultuous period known as the Great 
Leap Forward and the Cultural Revolution.  Initially, Mr. 
Pomfret entered China as an American exchange student, 
where he enrolled at Nanjing University, located near the 
China Sea, in the Jiangsu province.  His area of studies 
concentrated on learning the Chinese language, while studying 
Chinese history.  After graduating in 1982, he continued his 
professional career as a writer for the Associated Press, where 
he was assigned to cover the student uprisings that took place 
in Tiananmen Square, in Beijing.  As a consequence of his 
reporting, he was expelled by the government on charges of 
"violating martial law regulations and stealing state secrets".  
His punishment was his forced expulsion from the country he 
had grown to love. 
 
One of the more enjoyable aspects of Mr. Pomfret's writing is 
his great understanding of Chinese cultural traditions.  From 
burning ceremonial money to placate the house ghosts so that 
ancestors can rest in peace to understanding how feng shui 

helps guide families in designing the location and decoration 
of their homes.  He also manages to interweave much of 
China's history both ancient and recent in explaining why the 
Chinese behave as they do.  In one the of the book's final 
chapters, entitled "My Place in the Procession", he explains 
the funeral preparations and procession that takes place for his 
wife's grandmother.  It's an interesting contrast to understand 
how ancient customs and modern protocol blend to explain 
this cultural event.  
 
"For decades, China's government derided funerals and other 
traditions as vestiges of a feudal past.  After 1978, restrictions 
on them were eased.  But to this day, Communist officials

laugh uncomfortably when speaking about such rituals.  Their 
discomfort with belief has complicated their efforts to 
understand not only their own people, but also the rest of the 
world.  Even former president, Jiang Zemin, has expressed 
befuddlement that so many Western scientists, people he 
respects, could believe in God." 
 
This is one of many expressions that convinced me that the 
present Chinese government has much to learn before they 
come out of their bunker mentality towards the West. 
 
The reader will also gain insight into the ruthlessness the 
Chinese government undertook to ensure their supremacy over 
its population.  While at present, China is entering on the 
world stage as an economic power; sadly, they fail to 
guarantee their inhabitants basic freedoms many of us assume 
are universally found in all societies.
