Letter from the Deputy Grand Knight  
John T. Peel

Book Review: Into Thin Air by Jon Krakauer  
Submitted by Frank Castillo, Chancellor 
 
Subtitled “A Personal Account of the Mt. Everest Disaster”, 
this story is well researched and documented with historical 
accounts of previous efforts to climb Peak XV or 
“Jomolungma” (goddess, mother of the world to Tibetans) or 
Sagarmatha (goddess of the sky to the Nepalis).  The fact that 
it’s known as Mt. Everest to us is purely in tribute to a 

surveyor general, Sir George Everest, by his successor 
Radhanath Sikhdar, a Bengali out of the Great 
Trigonometrical Society of India, in 1852.  There are many 
stories included within dealing with failed attempts, near 
attempts and complete utter losses. Of course, most of us 
know of Sir Edmund Hillary and his Sherpa Tenzing Norgay, 
with their historical achievement on May 29, 1953, as they 
became the first men to stand atop the 29,028 feet high 
summit. 
A few things grabbed my attention while I read this book.  For 
those who like a great adventure and how someone can set 
their sights on a goal, I’m confident the reader will feel the 
same attraction.  However, with all of this compelling drama, 
there are also moments when the reader will scratch their head 
and say, “Just WHAT were they thinking?” 
For example, the fact that climbing Mt. Everest has now 
become a commercial “tourist” venture leaves the reader 
asking “why?“ and “how?”.  During this ill-fated rise to the 
top, which took place on May 10th, 1996, there were several 
teams: three were privately guided ascents, while one was 
sponsored by the IMAX people. There were also teams from 
Taiwan, from Sweden, from Norway, and from the United 
States. Contained within each team were experts and 
fools…people who were seasoned veterans and others who 
felt that having paid their fee, they were entitled to get their 
money’s worth! 
Contained in the book are elements of sheer terror as the 
author, who successfully did manage to reach the summit, 
recounts the bitter cold, the affect of the extreme altitude on a 
human’s metabolism and lack of sleep and nausea experienced 
by those who dared to touch the top of the world.  There were 
few heroes in this story and there were many victims.  A tragic 
aspect of these poor souls is the fact that they were victims of 
their own pride. 
One can only pause, reflect and offer a prayer for those who 
perished pursuing this lofty goal. In the words of one author 
and climber, Thomas Hornbein, “all that one could see and 
feel and hear---of icefall, moraine, avalanche, cold—was of a 
world not intended for human habitation. No water flowed, 
nothing grew---only destruction and decay---This would be 
home for the next several months, until the mountain was 
climbed.”
